Scholarship Ministry
The Scholarship Program is an official part of the ministry of Calvary Baptist Church in Liberty, SC.  It was presented to the church in the business meeting and approved on November 4, 2007.

The purpose of this scholarship is to encourage and assist those members of our church who are preparing to serve the Lord in full-time Christian service.  It is funded by the gifts of individuals and/or businesses and by grants from the general fund as requested by the scholarship committee and approved by the deacons.
GUIDELINES

1. The recipient must request this scholarship annually.  This request must be done in a brief written form. 

2. The recipient must state to the scholarship committee his/her every intention to serve the Lord in a full-time Christian ministry.   Examples of eligible vocational ministry include the positions of:  pastor, missionary, evangelist, Christian school teacher or administrator, music director, youth pastor, Christian camp worker.  Other ministry positions may be approved at the discretion of the scholarship committee.
3. The scholarship committee shall include the pastor and two other church members who have attended a Christian college and have been active in full-time Christian service.  The pastor, by reason of his office, shall serve as a permanent member of this committee.  The remaining members shall be selected through the church’s nominating committee process.  The normal term will be four years, with one member rotating off the committee every two years.  (In order to attain a staggered rotation the beginning members will serve as follows: one member for 3 years and one member for 5 years.)
4. To qualify for this scholarship the recipient must attend a college or seminary which is characterized by its historic, fundamental, baptistic position.  It must be non-charismatic and in no way affiliated with any neo-evangelical body.  Schools must be independent of the control of any denomination.  Students attending state schools or non-Christian private schools are not eligible for funds.  Since the funds for this scholarship are from the members of Calvary Baptist Church, the selected school should be in keeping with the doctrine and philosophy of our church.  All schools must be recommended by the pastor and approved by the scholarship committee.  Should a previously approved school fail to meet these guidelines, the scholarship committee, upon the recommendation of the pastor, shall declare that school ineligible for funds.
5. If at any time the scholarship committee feels that these guidelines are not being followed, the church reserves the right to discontinue sending funds.
6. The amount of the scholarship will be a maximum of $1,000 per semester and will be re-evaluated annually. The amount of the scholarship may vary based on the individual’s need.  Scholarship funds are granted upon the recommendation of the scholarship committee.
7. The recipient of the scholarship must submit to the scholarship committee the following items at the end of each semester:

A recommendation form from his/her college’s Dean of Men/Women

A letter of recommendation from the pastor (if the student is attending a school outside of the Calvary Baptist Church area).
Poor grades and/or a poor testimony may result in a discontinuation of scholarship funds.
8. It should be understood by the church that students pursuing professional careers almost always have a larger salary than those who enter the ministry.  Therefore, this scholarship is initiated to encourage and assist financially those who are entering full-time Christian ministry and will usually have a lower income.  Also, the members should be aware that most denominational schools help their ministerial students, whereas independent, fundamental schools usually do not.
9. Students living outside of the Calvary Baptist Church area must be active in a local independent Baptist church. The applicant’s church membership must remain at Calvary Baptist Church.

10. Candidates for scholarship funds shall have been active members of Calvary Baptist Church in good standing for a period of twelve months prior to receipt of funds.  Should the candidate become eligible after the semester begins, the candidate shall, upon approval, receive an amount equal to one fifth of the semester amount per month for the remaining months of the semester.  Retroactive funds are not provided.
11. Calvary Baptist Church reserves the right to adjust the guidelines heretofore stated as it deems necessary.  Changes made by the scholarship committee shall be brought before the church for approval.  A simple majority vote shall be sufficient for the ratification of amendments to these policies.
